An ICSP Steering Committee meeting was held on Wednesday, May 5, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Village of Port Elgin office.

Those present were Val MacDermid, Bianca Marin, Betty Davis, Leyna Legere, Katie Friars, Tracey Wade, Sharon Cole and Sonia Wells.  Mary Thompson is a new community member that will also sit on the steering committee.

Tracey reviewed what is an ICSP.

It was noted that the two Leads have already submitted the application to the Green Municipal fund.  Part A was approved, which means that the project can start and incur related costs.  Part B was submitted and should be approved soon.

The committee reviewed the Steering Committee Terms of Reference (ie, membership, mandate, authority, frequency of meetings and length of tenure).  The objective of the Steering Committee is to ensure that the final result is a quality ICSP representing community interests, and it must meet the requirements of FCM’s Green Municipal Fund. 
Tracey reviewed the Draft Workplan (see attached).  It was agreed that meetings would be held on the first Tuesday of each month.

On April 10th, a Coastal Workshop was held at the Port Elgin Regional School.  Two more workshops will be held as part of the planning process.

The EcoAction student environmental group at Mt. Allison has agreed to give us 50-100 volunteer research hours.

Tracey Wade and Katie Friars will put together the results of the Resident Survey.

Tracey reviewed the Baseline data chart (see attached) that will serve as sustainability indicators for the ICSP.  If anyone has baseline data please email that information to Tracey.

It was decided that the Sustainability Plan be named “Picture Port Elgin”.

EOS Eco-Energy and Tantramar Planning District Commission are also beginning work on a Regional Sustainability Plan.

The next meeting will focus on the Engagement piece.
